Ensure tool is flat against the front cap with the pins evenly and fully
engaged and apply torque Counter-Clockwise to loosen and remove.

STEP TWO:

Clean threads and taper. Apply high quality grease to the surfaces and install new cap

and hand tighten.

7. INSPECTION UPON ASSEMBLY

All components should be snug with no gaps or rattling. If any component is not fully

tightened, then check threads for any damage or debris. Clean both mating parts as
necessary and repeat the tightening step.

8. INSTALLATION AND REMOVAL

STEP ONE: PREPARATION

Your suppressor is intended to be attached to the muzzle end of your firearm. It will thread
directly onto your existing barrel, which will vary based on host weapon. Because this is
a modular system, there are a few options available for mounting it to your host weapon.
For direct thread use, choose a thread mount appropriate to your firearm. For a fast attach
system, a KeyMo or Xeno adapter will provide a bombproof attachment system paired
with our various flash hiders and brakes.

We recommend checking tightness often. All direct thread suppressors will loosen with use
and are very dependent on the quality of the barrel threading. A loose suppressor mount
will shift the point of impact due to misalignment of the suppressor and may cause the
projectile to strike the baffles or front cap, damaging the suppressor. Do not over-tighten
the suppressor with any assorted tools or wrenches, as such actions may result in damage
to your firearm, the suppressor, or both. Hand tightening the suppressor onto the barrel is
preferred. If extra tightness is desired, the included Hook Spanner wrenches can provide a
bit of additional torque during installation.

Before installation, ensure the muzzle device is clean and lubed before carefully threading
the silencer onto the muzzle end of your firearm. Take care not to cross thread or force the
suppressor onto the muzzle adapter. In the event that the suppressor does not smoothly
connect to your firearm, stop the installation process and immediately contact our Cus-
tomer Service Department for further instruction. Ensure the suppressor is tightened all the
way against the shoulder of the barrel and/or muzzle adapter.

IF THE MOUNT DOES NOT SMOOTHLY THREAD ONTO YOUR FIREARM STOP THE
INSTALLATION PROCESS AND CONTACT OUR CUSTOMER SERVICE DEPARTMENT.

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STEP TWO: MOUNTING THE SUPPRESSOR TO BARREL

KEYMO:

The KeyMo system is a thread-to-taper system with a detent clutch plate to resist loosen-
ing off the taper during the high vibration or high thermal shifts that occur when shoot-
ing. It is NOT a ratchet system that “locks” in place. With enough vibration, thermal
shift—and obviously hand torque—you can break the taper connection, detent friction,
and the suppressor may be removed. This section is designed to help you understand
the functionality and how to tighten accordingly.

When looking down at the “top” of the suppressor in your hand, ensure the start/stop
tabs of the Compression Nut and Detent Ring are touching face-to-face, with the Detent
Ring on the left and the Compression Nut on the right. THIS IS THE NORMAL CONDITION
THAT THE SUPPRESSOR SHOULD BE IN BEFORE INSTALLATION AND IT WILL AUTOMATI-
CALLY BE SET BACK TO THIS CONDITION UPON REMOVAL. If moved from this condition
while off the host weapon, a simple twist of the Nut in the unthreading direction (count-
er-clockwise looking down at it from behind]) will snap it back into place so that they are
touching and it'll be ready for install.

KEYMO MUZZLE DEVICE

Note “Top Slot” on
muzzle device

The KeyMo muzzle device has a “top slot” that ensures the suppressor will always be
tightened to the same location for excellent return-to-zero. It may be marked by a max
thru-caliber engraving. It's also the slot that sits between the two rear wrench flats.
Note: Unless your muzzle device is timed to have this slot at 12 o’clock, you'll need to
note where it is on your barrel. For example, if it stops at 6 o'clock, then you'll need
to orient the suppressors TDC mark to 6 o'clock also when mounting. Timing can be
changed with shims or custom barrel cutting.

Rotate until very tight

SUPPRESSOR MOUNTING: (Approx. 1/2 tur)

Note how lug has rotated into place and is
gripping onto the muzzle device

1. With the suppressor oriented to match its TDC marking with the top slot of the muzzle
device, slide the suppressor over muzzle device, ensuring it comes to a stop and is
resting fully on it.

2. Grab body of suppressor and turn in a normal right-handed direction. (clockwise if
looking from toward front of suppressor, counter-clockwise if looking at it from behind.
It can only turn this one direction.

TIGHTEN AS TIGHTLY AS POSSIBLE BY HAND. TWO HANDED METHOD IS PREFERRED,
ESPECIALLY WITH HIGH VOLUME SHOOTING.

Note: There is no need to grab the Compression Nut on the rear of the suppressor
during the installation or removal of the suppressor. Turn the suppressor body only
during both installation and loosening. If needed, the tool features of the adapter can
be used to loosen the suppressor when too hot to touch.
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SUPPRESSOR REMOVAL:

1. ONCE THE SUPPRESSOR HAS REACHED AMBIENT TEMPTERATURE AFTER FIRING HAS
STOPPED, REMOVE THE SUPPRESSOR IN THE SAME MANNER BY TURNING THE BODY OF
THE SUPPRESSOR TO LOOSEN Remove the suppressor in the same manner by turning
the body of the suppressor to loosen. Note that the suppressor should require the same
amount of torque (or greater) to remove than it took to mount it. Adjust your tightening
accordingly.

BEFORE SHOOTING: FAMILIARIZE YOURSELF WITH THE KEYMO SYSTEM BY MOUNTING
THE SUPPRESSOR ONTO THE NEWLY BARRELLED MUZZLE DEVICE AT LEAST 12 TIMES. THIS
FAMILIARIZES YOU WITH HOW MUCH HAND TORQUE CAN BE PLACED ON THE
SUPPRESSOR. THIS WILL ALSO HELP BED IN THE TAPERS AND DETENT RING INTO THEIR
STEADY OPERATING CONDITION FOR RELIABLE USE.

MAINTENANCE: NOTE THAT THE DETENT RING IS A CLUTCH PLATE, AND AS SUCH, IS
A WEAR ITEM. AFTER EACH SHOOTING SESSION PULL BACK THE DETENT RING AWAY
FROM THE SPRING AND APPLY A DROP OF LUBE OR HIGH TEMP GREASE ON AT LEAST
2-4 POINTS TO ITS FACE TO ENSURE COVERAGE AND THEN ACTIVATE THE SUPPRESSOR A
FEW TIMES TO EVENLY DISTRIBUTE IT. THIS WILL ENSURE THE DETENT RING HAS A LONG
LIFE. REPLACEMENT PARTS ARE AVAILABLE ON THE DEAD AIR WEBSITE.

XENO:

The Xeno Mounting system is a lightweight thread-to-taper suppressor mounting option
with non-negotiable repeatability and solid return to zero — ideal for precision-minded
shooters. The Xeno Mounting System still provides you hardcore users the durability
you've come to expect from Dead Air.

NOTE: The Xeno system is designed with a LEFT HAND threads to ensure that when
the suppressor is removed, it will always come off the muzzle device without either un-
screwing the muzzle device or leaving the adapter behind if not fully tightened into the
suppressor. It will also notify you before shooting as you mount it to the muzzle device
if the adapter has insufficient torque with the suppressor, helping to keep you shooting
in an unsafe condition.

SUPPRESSOR MOUNTING:

1. Slide the Xeno over the muzzle device until it's resting on muzzle device.

2. Carefully engage the threads and turn the suppressor in a LEFT HANDED direction
(counter clockwise when looking down on it from above) as noted on the Adapter itself.

3. Turn until the internal tapers touch and then provide a two-handed torquing of the
suppressor. Note that the torque put into it will also be the torque (and then some) that
will be required to remove it.

SUPPRESSOR REMOVAL:
1. Simply turn in a right hand direction (clockwise when looking down it from above])

to break the torque on the tapers and continue to unscrew until free from the muzzle
device.

MAINTENANCE: AFTER USE, APPLY A DROP OF LUBE OR HIGH TEMP GREASE TO THE
INTERNAL THREADS AND TAPER OF THE XENO ADAPTER.

To remove the suppressor when the Direct Thread Adapter is installed, simply rotate the body
of the suppressor counter-clockwise until it begins to unthread from the muzzle of the host
weapon. If the thread is left-handed, then unscrew by rotating clockwise.

To remove the suppressor when the Direct Thread Adapter is installed, simply rotate the
body of the suppressor counter-clockwise until it begins to unthread from the muzzle of
the host weapon.
